The following paragraphs are indented on the first line 0.75cm. The main headings in the manuscript are INTRODUCTION, METHODS, FINDING AND DISCUSSIONS, CONCLUSION, REFERENCES, and, if any, appendixes. 
The proportion of the INTRODUCTION is around 15-20% of the overall manuscript. In the INTRODUCTION, the author(s) must include the following elements:

1. the background of the study and research contexts, 
2. literature review on theoretical and empirical textbooks and/or studies, 
3. research gap, and 
4. research objectives. 

METHODS
The proportion of the METHODS is around 15-20% of the overall manuscript. In the METHODS, the author(s) must include the following elements:

1. research design,

2. research site and participants, and or data sources,

3. data collection technique, and

4. data analysis

In this section, please provide the rationale for the selection of each element you have written. 
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION
The findings and discussion section consist of a description of the results of the data analysis to answer the research question(s), and their meanings are seen from current theories and references of the area addressed. The proportion of this section is 40-60% of the total article length. 

To support your presentation and arguments in the FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION section, you can use tables or figures, but the author(s) have to make sure that the presented tables and figures are relevant and support the arguments.
